Founded in 1956, The Indian Law Institute
(ILI) is a testament to India’s commitment to
advancing legal research and education. Born
out of the collective efforts of the nation’s leading
jurists, ILI was established to revitalise and
elevate the status of legal studies. This field had
long been overlooked in the country. Recognising
that a robust legal framework is the cornerstone
of any thriving democracy, ILI created a national
hub for legal research that would bring together
judges, lawyers, and academicians to cultivate an
integrated approach to law and society.

As an autonomous body registered under the
Societies Registration Act of 1860, ILI enjoys
the academic freedom necessary to promote
advanced legal studies and research. The
Institute’s objectives are diverse and far-reaching,
including the cultivation of legal science, the
systematisation of law, and the improvement of
legal education. With nearly 3,432 members, ILI
is a thriving community dedicated to the study
and advancement of law.

The Hon’ble Chief Justice of India is the ex-officio
President of the Institute. The Law Minister of
the Government of India is its ex officio Vice
President. Judges of the Hon'ble Supreme Court
of India and High Courts, Lawyers, Government
officials, Vice Chancellors, Deans and Professors
of Law are represented in the Governing Council
of the Institute.

Deemed University

In 2004, The Indian Law Institute (ILI)
earned the prestigious status of a Deemed
University through a notification issued by the
Government of Indias Ministry of Human
Resource  Development  (No.E9-9/2001-U.3
dated 29.10.2004). This milestone significantly
recognised the Institute’s dedication to advancing
legal education and research. Accredited by
NAAC, the Institute has continually evolved to
meet the demands of a globalised world. The
University Grants Commission (UGC) included
ILI under Section 12B of the UGC Act in June

2018 and granted it Grade II Autonomy based
on its impressive accreditation score.

With its newfound status as a Deemed University,
ILI swiftly expanded its academic offerings,
launching a research-oriented two-year full-
time LL.M. program and a Ph.D. program. In
2009-2010, the Institute further diversified its
programs by introducing a three-year evening
LL.M. course catering to the needs of working
professionals. The flagship one-year full-time
LL.M. program, introduced in the 2013-14
academic session, was meticulously designed to
give students a comparative understanding of
global legal systems and the evolving concept of
justice in a globalised world. The program covers
critical areas such as International Trade Law,
Intellectual Property Rights Law, Criminal Law,
Human Rights, and Judicial Administration, with
a unique emphasis on research paper writing.
This approach equips students with the expertise
required for teaching and research, ensuring they
are well-prepared to contribute to academia, the
bar, or the bench.

The Institute’s Ph.D. program, known for its
rigorous standards, currently boasts 30 scholars,
each demonstrating exceptional ability and
commitment. The program’s structure ensures
that only the most capable candidates are awarded
the Ph.D. degree, maintaining ILI’s reputation
for producing top-tier legal scholars.

ILI also offers a range of postgraduate diploma
courses in vital fields such as corporate law and
management, cyber law, intellectual property
rights law, and alternative dispute resolution
(ADR). These programs attract diverse students
from various segments of society, with the
Diploma in Corporate Law even being recognised
by the Government of India for roles as Company
Secretaries in companies with a paid-up share
capital of less than two crores. The syllabi of these
diploma courses seamlessly blend theory with
practical application, making graduates highly
competitive and dynamic professionals in their



respective fields.

In addition, ILI offers three-month Online
Certificate Courses in cutting-edge areas
like Intellectual Property Rights (IPR) and
Information Technology in the Internet Age, as
well as Cyber Laws, ensuring that students are
well-versed in the latest developments and trends
in these rapidly evolving fields.

Building

Housed in a magnificent building opposite
the Supreme Court of India on Bhagwan Dass
Road, New Delhi, ILI’s facilities include state-
of-the-art classrooms, conference halls, and a
comprehensive library. The Institute continues to
serve as a beacon of legal scholarship, fostering
the development of a legal order that supports
the growth and prosperity of Indian society.

Library

The Institute’s library is one of the leading law
libraries in India and contains around 63,500
books. It receives about 120 current legal
periodicals, including serial publications. The
library remains open from 9.00 a.m. to 8.00 p.m.
on all working days, from 10.00 a.m. to 5.30
p-m. on Saturdays, and from10.00 a.m. to 4.00
p-m. on Sundays. The library remains closed on
National and Gazetted Holidays. The Mezzanine
Floor of the library remains closed on Sundays.

A separate wing of the library issues books
to the students of the Post Graduate Diploma
and LL.M. programmes. The ILI Library has
computerized its entire catalogue to provide
access to the computerized information about the
availability of books, journals, Commissions and
Committees Reports and other publications with
the help of OPAC and WEBOPAC. A separate
collection of 5,000 books donated by legal
dignitaries is kept on the mezzanine floor of the
main hall of the Library. The Library enriched
its collection by adding eBooks from renowned
publishers such as Oxford University Press,
Cambridge University Press, Hart Publishing
and Elgar Online.
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The library subscribes to renowned databases
such as West Law India, JSTOR, Hein Online,
SCC Online, Lexis Advance, EBC Reader,
Manupatra, Economic and Political Weekly
Online, The Laws, Taxmann.com, Live Law, Air
Online, etc. The students/ users can access these
databases through IP within the campus and
through software from outside the campus.

The Institute also deposits its Ph.D theses in
UGC- Shodhganga. The institute theses can be
accessed from the Shodhganga Database. ILI
is also a part of the National Digital Library of
India, and the institute’s digitised collection
is also accessible through the National Digital
Library of India.The library is well equipped
to facilitate the visually impaired students with
JAWS Talking Software, Pearl Instant Reader
and Angel Pro Talking Digital Pocket Daisy
Player, E-Book Reader, keyboard, Music Player,
Radio Cum Voice Recorder- All in One, Desktop
Magnifier, Screen Magnifier/Reader.The library
has an Off-Campus Access facility through
Refread software for its subscribed eResources,
which is provided only to the authorised users of
the Library. User IDs and passwords are provided
to authorised users to access the E-Resources
remotely. The library has Wi-Fi ~ Technology.
This facility is offered to our students bearing
laptops through the campus intranet system.
Previous year question papers for LL.M and
various Diplomas offered by the Institute are
accessible through the library’s website.Research
support software such as Reference Management
Software- ENDNOTE, Anti-Plagiarism Software
- Drillbit, and Data Analysis Software- SPSS are
also available for researchers to maintain research
ethics and professional integrity.The Library
organise training programmes on Research
management software and tools, Research ethics
and plagiarism, content development, Library
databases and Services.

Legal Information Resource Centre(LIRC)

The ILI has set up a Legal Information Resource
Centre with the latest technology computers and
heavy-duty printers with Wi-Fi Connectivity.
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All the computers have been equipped to access
all renowned legal databases. Legal information
relating to case laws, Constitutions, legislations,
rules & regulations, Parliamentary debates,
Commissions & Committees Reports, legal
articles and rare documents can be retrieved by
the Centre. The retrieved information is provided
through printouts and e-mails to readers. Legal
Information Resource Centre (LIRC) remains
closed on Saturdays and Sundays.

More work is required
to make Al tools which are helpful in legal issues.

(A)  Accounting Convention:

i. These Financial Statements have been prepared on going concern concept on accrual basis under
historical cost convention, and are in compliance with generally accepted accounting principles and the
applicable Accounting Standards.

ii. The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles in
India requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of
assets and liabilities and disclosures of contingent liabilities at the date of the financial statements and
the reported amounts of revenue and expenses during the reporting period. Differences between the
actual results and estimates are recognized in the year in which results are known materialized,

() ACCOUNTIMG POLICIES

1. (a) Income from Grants for Specific Projects is accounted for to the extent expenses for the projects
are incurred. However, unspent amount of grant is appropriated as income on completion of the
projects unless the unspent amount is refundable. Other grants are accounted for as income on
receipt basis.

(b) Amount overspent, in case of a project, is shown as recoverable.

(c) Income from Fees, Annex Rent and Rent from halls is accounted for on cash basis. However, fee
received in advance is carried forward to be adjusted in future,

(d) Journals purchased for the library and Ordinary Membership Subscription received during the
year is accounted for on cash basis.

(e) Other items of Income and Expenditure Account of the Institute are accounted for on accrual
basis.

(f) Interest in investments relating to specified funds is credited to the respective funds.

(g) Gratuity and Leave Encashment policies have been taken from Life Insurance Corporation of India
and the annual contributions are accounted for as expense, in the relevant year.

(h) Life Membership fees and Ordinary Membership fees of new members are received after obtaining
approval of the Membership Committee of the Institute.

2, (a) Depreciation was not provided on Fixed Assets upto 31.03.2010 and an amount equal to the cost
of fixed assets acquired during the year was appropriated out of surplus for the year and credited
to Capital Assets Fund. However, as per the decision of the Executive Committee, annual
depreciation was since been calculated on Fixed Assets of the Institute as per the rates prescribed
in the Income Tax Act, 1961 for the year ended 315t March 2011. As decided, annual depreciation
on Fixed Assets procured prior to 31.3.2010 amounting to Rs.2,30,74,958 is being adjusted
against the Capital Assets Fund and the same practice will be followed till the Assets are fully
depreciated and Capital Assets Fund is exhausted.

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(b) Assets acquired out of one time UGC Grant have also been capitalized as Fixed Assets.
Depreciation on Fixed Assets procured out of Plan Grant received from UGC is adjusted against
*Plan Grant from UGC’ (Refer Schedule-3).

3. Cost of Library Books and other publications intended to be kept as reference material in the library is
capitalized.

4, The cost of books and Annual Survey published after 1.4,2004 and remaining unsold at the year-end is
included in the Closing Stock of Publications.

1. The Indian Law Institute is registered u/s 12A of the Income Tax Act 1961, vide letter no. JE-
3(34)/62/8250 dated 9™ July 1974 issued by the office of The Commissioner of Income Tax, New Delhi.

2. The Institute is approved ufs 10(23C)(vi)(via) of the Income Tax Act 1961 vide Order No. F.No.
DGIT(E)/10(23C)(VI)/2010-11/1579 dated 29" March 2011 issued by Director General of Income
Tax(Exemption), Ministry of Finance, Government of India.

Further, as per the provisions of the Finance Act 2020, The Institute has been Re-registered under
Section 10(23)(vi) of the Income Tax Act,1961 vide Unique Registration AAATT8926GC20216 dated 28"
March, 2022.

3. As on 31.03.2024, a sum of Rs.2,00,00,000/- is appearing as Advance given to CPWD by the Institute
for renovation of building. This amount was received from the Ministry of Law & Justice as Development
Grant on 15.03.2022 and was paid to CPWD on 30.03.2022 and the renovation work is still going on.
CPWD has submitted details of expenditure of Rs.1,40,91,919/- up to 31 March 2024 which is not in
prescribed format (Form-65) of CPWD. Therefore, the accounting entry will be passed in the books of
accounting after obtaining Utilization Certificate in prescribed format and approval by the competent
authority.

4, The Institute has taken Insurance policy for Leave Encashment and Group Gratuity from Life Insurance
Corporation of India. The contributions made and/ or amount determined to be payable to the respective
funds are accounted for as an expense.

5. Contingent liability:

The Income Tax Department has raised erroneous tax demand of Rs.3,52,19,800/- for the financial year
2020-21 and Rs.5,93,19,200/- for the financial year 2021-22 by taxing the entire income of the Institute
and disallowing the whole expenditure. On review of the Intimation Order issued u/s 143(1) of the
Income Tax Act, 1961 by the Income Tax Department, it was noted that there was error in the said
Intimation Order. The Institute has taken up the matter with the Income Tax Department and filed
Application for Rectification of Intimation Order u/s 154 of the Income Tax Act, 1961 for both the years
and the matter is under process.
